Elijah, Moses, Noah, Jonah, Jesus and each of us have something in
common. Do you know what it is? Think about the stories for just a
minute and ask what thread runs through all of them. How many days did
Jonah preach repentance to the people of Nineveh? How many days and
nights did it rain while Noah pondered God's words to him? What about the number of days
that Elijah spent fasting and seeking God at Mount Horeb and then there was Moses who spent
time at Mount Sinai before he received the Ten Commandments. The thread that runs through
al of these servants is the number 40. They, along with Jesus, spent 40 days in preparation for
God' s direction and message.

Early Christians began observing a period of fasting leading up to the celebration of Christ’s
resurrection. We know this time as the season of Lent. It is a time of more intense spiritual
seeking, devotion, and preparation as we walk toward Holy Week with the crucifixion, burial,
and resurrection of our Lord and Savior. This season lasts forty days (excluding Sundays which
are considered “little Easter’s”).

There will be three opportunities for you to deepen your journey with Christ. Worship will
focus on 24 Hours that Changed the World. The entire series will lead us through Mark’s
Gospel beginning with chapter 14 and ending with Mark 15:25-39 as we look at this amazing
story of obediencein the face of betrayal and love in the midst of evil.

On Wednesday and Sunday mornings, we will be looking at Luke’s Gospel and the story for
an entirely different perspective as we examine James A. Harnish’s Lenten Study, entitled
Living with the Mind of Christ.

Finally, there is the invitation to pick up a copy of Society of St. Andrews Devotions for
Lent and participate fully in the invitation to begin a Lenten Devotional Journey. These are the
study opportunitiesthat are available. Additional worship opportunities will be available as well
and advertised in next month’s Trumpet.
